Located in Fuefuki City, Yamanashi Prefecture, the Ichinosawa site
holds the mostly Middle Jémon period (3,500-2,900 BC) ruins of a
large-scale community. To commemorate the 25th anniversary of its
designation as an Important Cultural Property, this exhibition proudly
presents 176 artifacts excavated from the site, representing the best
of Jomon art in Yamanashi. Among these are a multitude of pottery and
clay figurines, each showcasing outstanding beauty and form.
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
