Unveiling the artistic landscape
of Yamanashi, this exhibition showcases the works of figures like
Kuwayo Hanihara, Kondo Koaichiro, Shunkdé Mochizuki, and Hisahito
Yonekura, spanning the Taisho era and the years leading up to the end
of World War Il.

The "Belle Epoque" refers to a period where a vibrant art culture
flourished notably in Paris from the end of the 19th century until the
outbreak of World War I. At the time, artists of various fields gathered
in Paris, interacting with each other and developing their own style.
This exhibition introduces works from this "beautiful era” and explores
its diverse cultural landscape through a multi-layered lens.
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
